Upon which
discipline this course is to put emphasis
will be determined based on the student’ s
research topics.
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The main goals of this course are to
introduce students to the major
theoretical streams in public policy and
policymaking, as well as

explore practical approaches to public
policy.
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The course is an advanced theory and
application of international finance theory
and policy for graduate students. The main
topics for discussion include real business
cycle theory, global imbalances, exchange
rate determination, short term and long run
adjustments to trade flows, sovereign debt
and default risks, determinants of
international capital flows and
multinational production, and international
financial policy and coordination.
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This course explores conflict and
cooperation among Asian countries involving
political, military, economic, and cultural
issues.

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This course is the first half of an
introduction to Econometrics. We will begin
with the linear regression model and its
estimation and inference. Then we will
introduce |inear models with endogeneity. In
addition to analytical exercises, students
will receive practical questions requiring
analyzing data using statistical software
package Stata.
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This course is the second half of
Econometrics. It covers instrumental
variable regressions, |inear panel models,
limited dependent variables, and popular
methods in program evaluations.
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In this class, students will learn how
policies and programmes influence our lives
as individuals, families, and communities.
Also, students will gain knowledge about
policy and programme evaluation. We will
explore actual examples from around the
world using literature and critically
discuss policy and/or programme issues at
all levels of governmental and non—
governmental policy regimes. Further, we
will explore how the impact of a policy
differs depending on the beneficiaries and
which factors contribute to these
differences.
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This seminar focuses on themes in Western
political thought in relation to
contemporary public policy issues in the
area of law, politics and economics.
Selected Thema for seminar I: Equity and
Justice.
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course students examine China factor and
those who are interested in IR in the Asia-
pacific, foreign and security policy. The
sudents are expected to take FEIBUAS M,
too.
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This seminar aims to help Master’ s/Ph.D.
students in the social sciences gain a
thorough understanding of research methods
and academic writing, as preparation for
writing their Master’ s theses / Ph.D.
dissertations. The course covers such topics
as academic writing and social science
research; choosing a research topic/focus;
problem formulation; research proposal
making; literature review; theoretical
framework; methods and methodologies;
formulation of the argument or findings: the
main writing phase; and thesis presentation
and defense. Students will also be taught
about the style, mechanics, organization,
sourcing, and formatting of an academic
thesis.
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In this class, students will learn impact
evaluation methods using data. This class
will begin with learning how to set
evaluation questions and move on to
quantitative analysis. Regarding evaluation
methodologies, students will learn: causal
inference and counterfactuals, randomized
selection methods, regression discontinuity
design, difference-in-differences, and
matching. Students will be given homework
and assignments to advance their
understanding and research skills.
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
