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As the most influential instrument in the
international heritage field, the UNESCO
Wor Id Heritage Convention has been providing
an important instructive framework to the
member countries, from actual protection and
conservation of individual heritage sites to
the development of national heritage
policies and administrations of

countries. Encompassing history, philosophy
and operational schemes, the lecture
provides an overall picture of the
international discussions developed in and
around the World Heritage Convention.
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In this lecture, students will be
acknowledged of the historical backgrounds
of international organizations and NGOs and
upcoming strategies and practices inside of
Germany, and will further develop their
opinions towards which kinds of issues do
both institutions facing with, based on the
various practices and case studies in the
European region.

We will be hosting a
guest lecturer.

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Through cases of transnational cooperation,
we shall learn the effects and challenges of
international frameworks for
cultural/natural heritage conservation.
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In this lecture, participants will develop
their own opinions about what kind of civil
participation for World Heritage could be
realised and in which way by exploring civil
engagement and participation for the
preservation of cultural heritage other than
the UNESCO Wor Id Heritage, and by
understanding the upcoming heritage policies
(inc. cultural and economic policy and urban
regime) in the EU countries.
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Is it possible to establish a sustainable
society through conservation of cultural and
natural heritage? Through various case
studies from other Continents, we shall
explore future directions.
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Through an extensive lecture, which will
tackle environment, heritage conservation
and development, with case studies from
various countri es and regions around the
world, we shall learn how we continue to
live with heritage, how at times we need to
fight for conservation and to respect
sustainable livelihoods in the rapidly
changing wor ld.
