(1) Outline of the University

The Tsukuba Concept

The University of Tsukuba aims at establishing free exchange and close relationships in both
basic and applied sciences with educational and research organizations and academic communities
in Japan and overseas. While developing these relationships, we intend to pursue education and
research to cultivate men and women with creative intelligence and rich human qualities.

The University of Tsukuba endeavors to contribute to the progress of science and culture.
Formerly, Japanese universities tended to remain cloistered in their own narrow, specialized fields,
creating polarization, stagnation in education and research, and alienation from their communities.

The University of Tsukuba has decided to function as a university which is open to all within and
outside of Japan. Toward this end, the university has the goal of developing an organization better
suiting the functions and administration with a new concept of education and research that is highly
international in character, rich in diversity and flexibility, and capable of dealing sensitively with the
changes occurring in contemporary society. To realize this, it vested in its staff and administrative
authorities the powers necessary to carry out these responsibilities.

Location

The university is located approximately 60 km northeast of Tokyo in the center of Tsukuba
Science City, where more than 50 major national research institutes are situated amidst a spacious,
green, pastoral setting with fresh, clean air.

The university campus is 1 km from east to west and 4 km north to south, and encompasses an
area of 258 hectares. The variously patterned and carefully distributed facilities and buildings are
effectively and uniquely designed to be in harmony with the general surroundings.

Upon receiving application announcements from the various scholarship foundations, a selection
committee in the Global Commons selects students for recommendation among the candidates nominated
by each educational organization of the university according to the recommendation ranking that they

received.

Selected candidates will be informed about the procedure required in order to submit their applications
to the respective scholarship foundations by the President of the university through the dean of their
educational organization.

The selected candidates will then submit all the required documents through the dean of their educational
organization to the President of the university.

The President of the university will recommend the selected candidates to the scholarship foundations.

Note 1: Please check the requirements for applications as noted in the annual ‘Recruitment
Requirements.”

Note 2: Applicants cannot simultaneously receive two scholarships through university
recommendation.

Note 3: Not all candidates recommended by the university will be accepted by the scholarship
foundations.

Note 4: Not all applicants will be recommended to the scholarship foundations; therefore, students
are advised to simultaneously apply for a scholarship through individual application as
well. (Please note that if you receive a scholarship through individual application, you
are ineligible for any scholarships through university recommendation, as you cannot
simultaneously receive two scholarships.)

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- 5. Procedures for Japanese Government (Monbukagakusho) Scholarship Students

The following procedures are only applicable to Japanese Government (Monbukagakusho)
Scholarship Students.

(1) Scholarship Payment

In order to receive the monthly scholarship, students must sign the recipient register book at the
Division of Student Exchange every month. If they fail to sign the current list of scholars throughout
the month, their scholarship will not be paid.

If they sign at the beginning of the month, their scholarship will be paid within that month. If the
signing is delayed, their scholarship will be paid in the following month. Get the payment schedule
at the office of the Division of Student Exchange.

Note 1: If students are on a leave of absence, their scholarship will not be paid.
Note 2: If students changed their status of residence from “Student” to another, they are not eligible
for receiving the Japanese Government (Monbukagakusho) scholarship any more.

(2) Extension of Scholarship

Japanese Government (Monbukagakusho) Scholarship Students (degree students and non-
degree research students) whose scholarship period ends and who wish to continue their studies
can apply for an extension of their scholarship period under certain conditions.

International students will be notified of the time of application for extension through their
respective graduate school offices or Academic Service Offices at the end of November or the
beginning of December, and those who wish to extend the scholarship period should proceed
accordingly.

Those who will return home should apply for a return travel allowance. Those who will stay in
Japan after the expiration of their scholarship must submit a notice of cancellation of return travel
allowance.

As there are some requirements for extending the scholarship period, please contact the Division
of Student Exchange for further details.
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- 6. Procedures for Residing in Japan

(1) Residence Card
The Residence Card is an important certification issued by the Immigration Services Agency to

a mid or long-term resident who was allowed to reside with a legitimate status of residence and

period of stay. The Residence Card is required to be in your possession, so be sure to carry it with

you.
Those who were issued the Residence Card need to conform to the following.

(DThe Residence Card must be in your possession at all times.

(@The Residence Card must be presented if you get questioned by the authorities.

(®The notification of the address must be made within 14 days of arrival in Japan.

@]If there has been any change in your address, the notification must be made to the city hall, etc.
within 14 days.

®If the Residence Card was lost, you must apply for reissuance at the immigration office which has
jurisdiction over your residence within 14 days from the day on which you have become aware of
the loss (a ceitificate of the report of loss, passport, application and photo are required.).

®When you are moving out of Tsukuba to another municipality, you are required to notify City
Hall and submit a Moving-out Certificate. You can go through the procedure 14 days prior to the
scheduled date of your moving out. You are also required to submit the Moving-out Certificate
when you go out of Japan for a certain period of time and will re-enter Japan. Bring your
Residence Card and National Health Insurance Card for the procedure.

(DWhen leaving Japan after your overseas study period, the Residence Card must be returned to
the immigration officer at the port of departure (Narita International Airport, etc.).

(2) Notification of the Address (Important!)

Those who were issued a Residence Card at the port of entry (or those whose passport contains
the statement “the Residence Card will be issued at a later date” must bring the Residence Card
and notify the address to the city hall, etc. of where they live within 14 days of taking up residence.
A person residing in Tsukuba City should apply at the Tsukuba City Hall.

Also, the Residence Card of those who landed in a local airport and have a passport containing
the statement “the Residence Card will be issued at a later date” will be mailed by the Regional
Immigration Bureau after the notification of the address.

(3) Visa Extension

You may extend your student visa by completing the required procedures.

Itis illegal to stay in Japan even one day after the visa expired without applying for extension. If
ou overstay, you will be put on the deportation list. To avoid such a case, collect all the required
documents and submit them to the Immigration Bureau at latest two weeks before the expiration
date.

Application for a visa extension is accepted by the Immigration Bureau from three months before
your visa expires. Gather all the requirements and submit them to the Immigration Bureau yourself.
The visa extension application forms consist of two parts. One is for the applicant to fill out and the
other is for the university to fill. The university part is issued by the Division of Student Exchange
(University Hall Building C, 9P210). Submit a request form for the document to the office more than
one week before you want to receive it.

IMPORTANT

-If you plan to go to a third country such as to participate in a conference ahead, an early application
is strongly advised as is often for a visa application to another country, you are required to have a
Japanese visa with more than three months remained. Consult with the Immigration Bureau if it is
possible for them to accept extension application early.

-If you submit application just before your visa expires, you may not be able to use your health
insurance card until you get a new Residence Card. Avoid such situations.

If this is the first time for you to apply for a visa extension after you entered the current program
and have just completed another university program, including a program in University of Tsukuba,
or have just graduated from a Japanese language school in Japan, a Certificate of Graduation and
a transcript from the former academic institution/program is required. If you belonged to a Japanese
language school, you also need to submit an official proof of your attendance.

(®Proofs of your financial resources to support your life in Japan
Copies or the original documents that indicate your financial resources to pay tuitions and
life expenses are required; certificate of scholarship, bankbook record of the past one year, tax
withholding slip (gensen chéshihyd) of part-time work, certificate of remittance by banks, etc.
(24,000-yen Revenue Stamp (Issue charge)
Revenue stamps are available at convenience stores, post office or the Immigration Bureau.
(Note that it is not available at Mito Immigration Bureau.)

[For an Extra Extension]
A Letter from your academic supervisor

If you cannot graduate or complete the program within the standard numbers of years and need
an extra extension, a Letter of Reason written by your Academic Supervisor is required. Ask your
academic supervisor to write a letter to explain your situation and schedule to the graduation to
the Immigration Bureau.

(4) Non-academic Activities (Part-time Work) (Important!)

Since international students are here for the purpose of study and research, part-time work is
not recommended. However, if you apply for permission at the Immigration Bureau and working is
judged not to interfere with your studies, you may receive permission to work for up to 28 hours a
week. You may work for up to 8 hours per day during the university’ s official vacations in summer,
winter and spring. If you engage in a part-time work without permission, you may be subject to
legal punishment. (Note that to work as a Teaching Assistant, Research Assistant or Tutor*, work
permission is not required.)

Please be aware that international students are prohibited from engaging in part-time work adult-
entertainment businesses (e.g. cabarets, pinball parlors, mah-jong clubs, massage parlors, strip-
show theaters, love hotels, etc.). In addition, international students on leave may not work.

3. choose and check “Departure with Special Re-entry Permission” on an Embarkation Card for
Reentrant” at the airport.

(6) Leave of Absence

Notification of Absence

When you wish to take a leave of absence from the university, consult with your academic
supervisor and submit a Leave of Absence Application Form to the Academic Service Office of your
school at latest one month (two months for some schools) in advance.

Residence Card

Avisa status of ‘Student is given to those who receive education at an educational institute such
as a university in Japan. Therefore, it is not allowed for those who have a Residence Card with
‘Student’ status to stay in Japan for three months or more without doing activities as a student.
If you stay in Japan without studying for three months or more, your status of student may be
revoked except cases the Immigration Bureau admits such as of illness or injury. Once your leave
of absence is approved, you will either need to:

-return your Residence Card at the airport and return to your home country or
-change the status of residence to another status according to the activity you will engage or to
status of ‘dependent’ if you have a family member in Japan to support you

IMPORTANT

-It is illegal to work (including TA and RA) while you are taking a leave of absence. Getting any
income during the absence from university with a student Residence Card will severely affect your
visa extension screening in the future. In the worst case you will be deported.

-To return to the university after the leave of absence, you will need to obtain a student visa again at
the Japanese embassy or the consulate in your country. To obtain a visa, a Certificate of Eligibility
is required.

(7) When You Graduate (Important!)

When you graduate from university, you must leave Japan as soon as possible. Remaining in
Japan is allowed just for preparation for leaving Japan. Do not keep your Residence Card abroad
after graduation but return it upon leaving Japan. Even if there are more months to the expiration
date on your Residence Card, it does not mean you can stay in Japan by that day. The approved
period of stay ends on graduation and the permission for part-time work gets revoked accordingly. If
you plan to engage in another activity, apply for changing the status to a suitable one immediately.
To continue to look for a job after graduation, a Residence Card of ‘Designated Activity” is needed.
For details, refer to page 28.

*If you are graduating or withdrawing from your program and if the Tsukuba Futureship Association
for International Student Support has been your guarantor of your apartment lease, please notify
your situation to the Division of Student Exchange.

(8) When You Leave University of Tsukuba (Important!)

If you have a Residence Card with ‘Student’ status, you must notify the Immigration Bureau
that you are leaving the university, within 14 days after any of the following cases has occurred;
graduation, completion of a program, withdrawal from the university, change of universities,
employment etc. The notification procedure can be made in person at the Immigration Bureau, via
mail or online. Note that negligence in this procedure is illegal and punishment may be imposed.

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(9) Remaining in Japan for Job-Hunting after Graduation

If you wish to continue to look for a job after graduation (after getting a degree) in Japan, status
change from “Student” to “Designated Activity” is required. You must not remain in Japan and look
for a job with a Residence Card with “Student” status. To apply to change status to “Designated
Activity (for job-hunting)’, you need to get a recommendation letter from university. The university
issues a recommendation letter only when you can provide proof documents that you have been
searching for a job long before graduation and meet the criteria that the university admits. If you
think you will need to get a recommendation letter, visit the Division of Student Exchange office
(Division of Student Exchange) several months before your graduation to consult about your plan.

When you get a Residence Card of “Designated Activity (for job-hunting)”, you can stay in Japan
for six months and can extend for six more months by completing the necessary procedure. So, you
can stay in Japan for job search for one year at a maximum.

(10) Change of Visa Status

At University of Tsukuba, students with ‘Student’ status are categorized as ‘international
students” . To apply for a scholarship for foreign students, you must have a Residence Card of
‘student’ status. To change your visa status to “student’ from another, apply at the Immigration

(1) Academic Advisor

After enrollment, an academic advisor is assigned to each student, and students will pursue their
studies and research under their advisor’s guidance. All students are advised to take the opportunity
to meet with their academic advisor, especially non-degree research students (kenkyusei), as
they may miss opportunities to contact their academic advisor because they are focused on their
research.

(2) Tutor System

Japanese students are assigned as personals tutors for newly arrived international students, and
these tutors assist the new students in their daily and academic lives.

Tutors help international students with their arrival procedures (moving into the residence
halls, setting up a bank account and cellphone contract, shopping, guiding them around on-and
off-campus). They also act as Japanese conversation partners and help them with important
documents. The guidance hours may vary, depending on the time of arrival or the period of study.

If students feel uncomfortable with their assigned tutor, they should consult their academic
advisor without hesitation.

(3) Ask Us Desk

Japanese students act as a support system for international students at the university by
supporting them in a wide range of fields.

For example, they guide students to places on- and off-campus, assist them with various
procedures at the university, and answer questions about courses and student life.

(4) Extension of Research Period for Non-degree Research Students

The research period for non-degree research students is limited to the academic year in which
they were accepted (April to March of the following year). Thus, the initial research period ends on
March 31, should a student wish to extend their research period, an extension of up to a total of two
years will be approved, as long as the student can obtain permission.

Information regarding applying for an extension will become available around December of the
academic year in which the period of research terminates. Non-degree research students who wish
to extend their research period should follow the specified procedures.

Book delivery service: You can have the books delivered between libraries and receive the books
at library you selected.

Mail service:  You can receive reminders on upcoming due date of the book you borrowed or
arrival of the book you reserved. Please see the library website for information
about how you can subscribe to this system.

Returning books: You should return the books before the due date. The borrowed books can be
returned to any of the University of Tsukuba Libraries. When the library is closed,
the book drop is available. However, the books with supplements such as CD,
DVD, etc. should be returned to the counter to prevent damage.

Overdue penalties: If there is a single book which is not returned within the loan period (overdue
materials), you are suspended from borrowing, renewals, reservations, and book
delivery service.

The library website provides access to collection searches (OPAC) as well as various academic
information resources such as e-journals and databases. The system enables comprehensive
searches of academic information resources from the libraries on campus or from other libraries
(Tulips Search). A simple click brings full information about reference materials and other related
information resources. It provides a reference management tool (RefWorks). Dissertations, bulletins
and research papers authored at the University of Tsukuba can be viewed through the Tsukuba
Repository.

(10) Loans

Student Emergency Funds

Students are eligible to receive a loan of up to 30,000 yen (interest free), that must be repaid
within one month, in the event they need money for emergency needs such as in the case of an
unexpected accident, sickness, delayed remittances, etc.

If any of the following cases apply, you are not eligible for this loan.
- those who have unpaid balance of tuition fees or residence fees
- those who will graduate or complete the program / course within 2 months
- The claimed reason is considered as not appropriate for this fund.

Service of Short-term Loan by the Tsukuba Futureship Association for International Student
Support

The Tsukuba Futureship Assosiation for International Student Support makes a loan after
conducting a screening to international students of the University of Tsukuba who are in need of
support, including persons who are hospitalized due to illness, injury, etc. and require money to
cover emergency hospital fees. In principle, the loan limit is up to 100,000 yen (interest free) per
person and due for full repayment within six months from the month following the month in which
the loan was made.

This is for the University to confirm your safety
promptly when emergency situations such as a natural disaster, terrorism, and pandemic of disease
hit the countries or areas where you are staying. Therefore, students are required to submit the
OTN form even when you go on a private trip.

(1) Student Residence Halls

The University provides a total of 57 buildings (3,153 single room and 124 family room) across 4
areas; Hirasuna, Oikoshi, Ichinoya and Kasuga for both Japanese and International students.

Further, shared accommodations “Global Village (11 buildings / 500 rooms)” commenced its
operation on April 1, 2017 as a part of the “Global Residence Development Project” that aims to
promote internationalization on campus.

<Administrative Offices in Residence Halls> The administrative offices are located in each area
of the Residence Halls in order to provide day-to-day administrative services for the residents.

How to apply for Residence Hall housing

The application process will differ depending on the students' status and their available residence
type. If you would like to move into our residence hall during an academic year or have any other
inquiries regarding on-campus housing, please contact the Division of Student Welfare, Welfare and
Housing team (3F, Student Plaza / 029-853-2266 or 2265). Please note that you may not get your
desired room depending on the room availability at the time.

*In case of followings, the Division of Student Exchange is in charge of your housing in the

admission process. Please inform your housing preference to the division.

- Non-degree Research Student: The Division of Student Exchange will inform you about housing.

- Short-term Exchange Student: A room in Short Stay House will be assigned without any
application. In case you do NOT NEED a room, please inform
that to the Division of Student Exchange.

Period of Residence

As a general rule, the period of residence is from your designated move-in day to the end of the
current academic year (March 31%) regardless of move-in timing. (*Depending your room type /
contract, the period may differ.) The application notice for the next academic year will be posted on
the University bulletin boards. Those wishing to continue to live in residence halls must complete

their application for the next term following the instructions. (Please keep in mind that getting a

residence permit for the next academic year doesn't mean that you can continue to live in the same

room. Depending on your student status or the condition of the building, you may need to transfer to

a different room.)

In the case of the students who study here for short-term period, please refer the permitted
period of residence that is given when you moved in the room.

Residency Rules

In the Residence Halls, various rules / regulations are installed in order to maintain communal
living spaces. Please read the guide “Regulations for Student Residence Halls (*distributed when
moving-in)” thoroughly.

Those who engage in any of the followings may become a subject of expulsion.

- Getting into more than 3 months' rent arrears without any good reason

- Staying in their room after the residence period has expired

- Letting non-residents stay in their room

- Damaging equipment / facilities, and not paying for it.

- Ignoring administrative instructions

- Making false entry in their application

- lllegal dumping

- Failing to meet residency requirements

- Interfering with administrative operations

Other than the above, please note that those who are taking a Leave of Absence are not eligible

to stay / move in Student Residence Halls.

Internet Access
All rooms are equipped with free wired and Wi-Fi internet.

Landline phones are installed in each room (excluding those in Kasuga Area and Global Village).
Internal phone calls within campus are free of charge.

Garbage Disposal

In Japan, garbage is separated by type and collected at specific locations on specified days. For
the residents of on-campus housing, garbage station is available every day. Please sort garbage
according to the guide (that you receive when you move-in) and throw them away at the designated
place before they get accumulated.

Note 1: Throwing over-size garbage requires reservation (for a pick-up arrangement) and paying the
corresponding charge. For further details, please contact the Residence Hall Administration
Office or Tsukuba City Oversized Garbage Collection Center (029-860-2984).

Note 2: In accordance with the law “Home Appliance Recycling”, home appliances (TV sets,
refrigerators, air conditioners, washing machines, computer, monitor, etc.) are not collected
at garbage stations. When you want to get rid of those items, please contact on-campus (or
any) electronics store. (*It requires Recycling Fees)

The above rules are still applied outside of the university. If you live in off-campus housing, follow
the rules for waste disposal and do your best to keep the area / environment clean.

Residence Hall Parking

Parking lots in the area of the Residence Hall are available only to the residents. If you live there
and wish to bring your car on campus, apply for a parking permit at the Division of Student Welfare
(3F, Student Plaza) with the required items (valid driving license, SHAKENSHO; motor vehicle
inspection certificate, certificate of private automobile insurance, etc.). However, the parking space
in each area is limited. Even if you meet the requirements, the parking permit might still not be
granted (*Including the residents in Family Room, all the residents can obtain only one permit per
room).

Further, please note that 1) commuting within campus by car (ex. driving to your study place) is
not allowed, and 2) any car without parking permit is not allowed to be brought to campus.

(2) Off-Campus Housing

There are a number of apartments and condominiums near the campus. When you look for an
apartment, you must go to a real estate agency and tell them what you are looking for in a place to
live.

The monthly rent varies depending on the location, the age of the building, and whether the room
comes with certain equipment and furniture. The average monthly rent for a 6 tatami (the size of
one tatami is on average between 176cm-191cm x 88cm-95.5cm) room with a kitchen, a bath, and
a toilet in the city of Tsukuba, would be between 30,000 and 50,000 yen. In Japan, the rent is paid
prior to the beginning of the month, so you must be careful not to fall behind with the payment.

When you sign the lease, you must pay a deposit (Shikikin) and key money (Reikin), usually
equivalent to 1-2 months of the rent, and a commission.

Shikikin: This is a rental deposit paid to the landlord when you first rent an apartment. On

principle you will receive the deposit back when you move out the apartment;
however, usually this is the amount that covers the repair costs.

Reikin: This is key money, meaning “gratuity fee”, in Japanese and is non-refundable.
Commission fee: This is handling charge you pay the real estate agency, when you choose to rent
an apartment through an agency.

When you rent an apartment, you must have a joint guarantor, take out fire insurance and pay
fees related to them. Ask the real estate agency for any details on the matter.

Joint Guarantor: In Japan, if you wish to move into a privately owned apartment, you must have
a joint guarantor. Usually a family member will be the guarantor. However, if you
cannot find one, you can pay a guarantee charge to a guarantee company that
has partnership with the real estate agency.

Fire Insurance: This covers household property damages by fire, lightning, water, leak, etc. You
are required to arrange fire insurance with “personal liability insurance” which
covers damages having occurred as a result of your negligence.

*When you apply to a guarantee company, you must have an emergency contact information
within Japan. If you do not have one, please contact office of the Tsukuba Futureship Association
for International Student Support.

(Division of Student Exchange / University Hall 9P210).

[Moving Out]

You must inform the real estate agency of the date you plan to leave, 1 to 2 months prior to
vacating. If you inform the agency too close to the date, you might need to pay an extra rent. Also,
your room should be in the condition as it was when you moved in. Make sure you understand the
conditions in your contract regarding restoration and termination of contract.

(3) Change of Address

When you move to a residence hall or apartment, you are requested to submit a Notice of
Change to your Academic Services Office (Registrar and Student Support) (for degree students)
or the Division of Student Exchange (for non-degree research students and short-term exchange
students).

You should also notify the following offices of your change of address.
(1) City Hall of the previons address
(2) City Hall of the new address (You must complete the prodedure with in 14 days since you move in)
(3) Bank where you opened an account
(4) Nearest post office™
*If you submit a notification to a post office, mails will be forwarded to your new address.
However, you are advised to inform your friends and the senders of periodicals of your new
address.

If you live in an apartment with an individual entrance, you must inform the gas company, the
waterworks section of the City Hall and the electric company to stop and complete the payment
before you move.

(4) University On-campus Transportation System

The University of Tsukuba has introduced a university on-campus transportation system
convenient for the university's students and staff to commute to school/work. In this system,
students can freely use the busses from any bus stop on the route (refer to the bus route map)
between the Tsukuba Center bus terminal and the campus if they purchase a one-year bus pass
sticker for 9,500 yen. There are approximately 150 roundtrip bus services per day on weekdays
(approximately 100 roundtrip bus services per day on holidays and weekends).

Students who wish to use this system must purchase a bus pass sticker (see image below) from
any of the six Maruzen bookstores on the campus. (When purchasing the bus pass, you must show
your student ID card.) You must then affix the bus pass sticker to your student ID card.

Note: For your reference, a one-way trip from Tsukuba Daigaku Chuo to Tsukuba Center normally
costs 280 yen.

[Please note the validity date]

The bus pass of the university on-campus transportation system is valid until March 31 every
year. Students who wish to use it for the next academie year must purehase a new bus pass
stickers.

Please be aware that if you use an invalid bus pass even by accident, it will be regarded as fraud
and you have to pay a penalty.

Note: Penalty calculation
Penalty = ¥280 (maximum amount of a one way fare) X 2 (round-trip fare) X 2 (penalty rate) X
number of days (number of days that have accumulated since April 1)

(5) Alternative Transportation Methods on Campus

5 Tips to Protect Your Bicycle & Yourself

1. Secure Your Bicycle with Good Locks: Bicycle thefts are the leading crime on campus. Never
forget to lock your bike, and choose good quality locks for your bicycle. (*Using more than one
lock is preferable.)

2. Get your Bicycle Registered: In Japan, all bicycles must be registered for Anti-Theft Registration
(known as "BEREEFHIEEER, Jitensha-Bohan-Toroku) no matter you buy a new or used bicycle.
Once you register your bike in your name, please keep the Registration Card (B53EEERF 71— K;
the copy of your registration) with you.

3. Change of Ownership (when obtaining a second-hand bicycle): If you get / buy a used-bike from
your friend or senior, you have to re-register the bike in your name through a change of owner
process. Ask the former owner to write a deed of transfer (free format), and take that together
with their copy of Anti-Theft Registration to a bike shop for the change of owner / re-registration
process.

4. Avoid any potential hassles: If a police officer stops you to ask some questions (police checkup)
when you ride a bike that doesn't legally belong to you, they may consider you a bike thief.

5. DO NOT TAKE WHAT'S NOT YOURS!: Never take what appear to be abandoned bikes and
avoid committing a crime unintentionally. It is considered STEALING if you ride away on them.

Registering Bicycle / Motorcycle with the University

Any bicycle / motorcycle operated on campus is required to be registered (Registration fee;
2000yen / a bike) with the university for its parking / riding control on campus. Registration is valid
till the graduation, however, new registration will be required in case you get another ride. Bikes
without registration stickers are imposed on campus.

DO NOT Abandon Your Vehicles
The numbers of abandoned vehicles (bicycle, motor bicycle and car) on our campus has
increased in the recent years. As many vehicles are abandoned or illegally dumped on campus
every year, the University is making a big effort to control and prevent this issue. In order to maintain
a clean campus environment, please be responsible for your own vehicle and do not abandon the
ones that are no longer needed. If you are planning to give your vehicle to your friend, do not forget
to transfer the vehicle ownership with Deed of Transfer. In the case of transferring bicycles, which
is commonly transferring among international students, please refer the following items needed
for change of owner process. If you don't have anyone to give it to, the University can collect your
unwanted / unused bicycle.
<< ltems needed for change of bicycle owner process >>
1. Deed of transfer (free format)
* It must include 1) Date, 2) Name of Previous Owner and 3) Statement mentioning that the
bicycle is transferred to the new owner.
2. Previous owner's Anti-Theft Registration card (F53EE $kFE 71— K)
3. ID card of new owner (Residence Card, etc.)
4. The bicycle itself.

On-campus parking lots

Because on-campus parking lots are limited, the area within a radius of two kilometers from
the Academic Service Office where you belong and student residence hall areas are normally
"Commuting Prohibited Areas" and entering the campus by car from these areas is banned.

A person other than persons for whom "Commuting Prohibited Areas" is applicable and who has
no choice but to commute by car should submit a parking permit issuance request form with the
automobile inspection certificate, private automobile policy (voluntary insurance certificate), copy of
documents verifying the residence, etc. to the Academic Service Office where you belong and park
in the prescribed parking lot after the issuance of the "parking permit".

Furthermore, when a resident of the student residence hall will use the parking lot of the
residence hall area, please go through the same procedure at the Division of Student Welfare on
the 3rd floor of the Student Plaza.

Notes: A person who does not have this parking permit is not permitted to enter the campus by car.
Meanwhile, never use the car to get around the campus.

lllegal parking

Parking outside the prescribed parking lot is illegal parking and offenders will be issued a parking
ticket. The cars of repeat offenders will be locked. Furthermore, they will be supervised by their
educational organization including the provost. Please never park outside the prescribed parking lot.

Avoid driving through the road directly south of the Central Library

As well as being narrow, the road directly south of the Central Library is a place where a lot of
pedestrians and bicycles go back and forth because it is close to the library and Student Plaza
besides classrooms and identified to have a high risk of collision accidents. For the safety of
these pedestrians and bicycles and to ensure a quiet environment for education and research in
surrounding facilities, we recommend that you avoid driving through the road directly south of the
Central Library and use the loop road.

(6) Driving a Car (Important !)

When driving a car in Japan, the use of the international driver's license (only for contracting
members of the Geneva Convention) is possible, however, you can only use it for one year from
your arrival date in Japan or when the period of validity expires within this year, the use is until that
date.

It is highly advisable for students to change their foreign driver's license into a Japanese driver's
license or to apply for a new Japanese license when driving in Japan for more than one year.

Driving without converting after the period of validity is driving without a driver's license and
punishable by law.

Furthermore, many traffic accidents have been occurring on-campus and you should have
"voluntary insurance".

For converting a foreign driver's license into a Japanese driver's license, the following items are
required. A short test will be given, depending on which country you are from, and your driving skills
and your eyesight will be examined.

Students who have submitted the Notification of the Address within Ibaraki Prefecture are able
to obtain a Japanese driver's license at the License Bureau of the Traffic Department, Police
Headquarters, Ibaraki Prefecture (Driving Test Center).

Transportation: Take the Kanto Tetsudo bus bound for the 'Menkyo Center' (No. 3 bus stop) from the
north exit of JR Mito Station. The time required is about 40 min.

You must pass the tests on general traffic rules, automobile knowledge and driving skills in order
to obtain a new Japanese driver's license.

In addition, you can drive a 50cc motorcycle using an ordinary driver's license.

Automobile Insurance

The owners of motorcycles and cars must enroll in automobile third-party liability insurance, which
is a compulsory automobile insurance (jibaiseki-hoken, kyosei-hoken). Should an accident occur,
this insurance covers medical expenses and compensation of an injured person to some extent
(not the person causing the accident). The amount covered by the insurance, however, is limited
and often is not enough to cover all the expenses. Furthermore, all medical fees of the policyholder
and property damage to any parties involved are not covered by this insurance. Consequently, it
is advisable that owners of any motor vehicles take out voluntary insurance that provides more
coverage and higher compensation.

Compulsory Automobile Inspection

All cars and motorcycles over 250cc are required by law to undergo a compulsory automobile
inspection (shaken). For new, full-sized cars, an inspection is required in the third year, and after
that, once every two years. In case of receiving or buying secondhand cars or motorcycles over
250cc, the name of the owner must be changed from that of the former owner to that of the new
owner. Students should be careful to check the expiration dates of inspection and insurance periods.

Traffic Accidents

More than 80 traffic accidents are caused by students of our university on and off campus every
year. The main causes are speeding, inattentiveness and inexperienced driving.

Traffic accidents, even minor ones, can cause heavy mental and financial burdens as well as
negatively affect the school work / life of both the victim and individual at fault. Drivers should obey
the traffic rules and be extremely careful while driving.

Should an accident occur, the driver and/or the passenger of the vehicle must report the incident
immediately to the nearest police station in person or by dialing 110. When a person is injured, dial
119 to call an ambulance. In addition, take necessary steps not to constitute a traffic hazard to other
vehicles.

* Also, our university may take disciplinary measures such as expelling, suspending, or admonishing
students who demonstrate inappropriate behavior, thus please follow the traffic rule and have a
fulfilled student life.

Disposal of Vehicles (Cars)

Upon deciding to revoke the registration of one's car, the owner is responsible for disposal of
the car. Owners of abandoned cars are liable to punishment and their academic advisors are also
inconvenienced.

(7) Campus Safety & Emergency Contacts

Thefts on Campus

Many thefts on campus, especially in laboratories or residence halls, have been reported. It is
a regrettable fact you always have to look out for, however, you can keep your belongings safe by
following some simple steps such as; 1) Keeping your door / window locked when leaving your
room. 2) Locking up your bike always even if you will only be away for a minute. 3) Not leaving your
personal items on public areas. If your properties are stolen on campus, call / visit the police and
report the case as well as reporting to your Academic Service Office.

Fire Prevention

Winter in Japan is very cold and dry. The cold and dry air increases the risk of fire, so you need to
take extra caution to prevent it. Please make sure to turn off everything that can lead to a fire, such
as cigarettes, heating appliances or gas cookers every time you leave home or go to bed.

Personal Safety

It is NOT safe to walk alone at night. Do not go out alone late at night and never allow uninvited
strangers enter/close to your room. Some students become victims of groping or sexual assault,so
please try to keep yourself safe always. Also, it is highly recommended to lock your door and
windows always, even when you are home. In some cases, intruders break in when students are
home.

Protect Yourself from Suspicious Sales

A type of sales which approaches people on streets and persuade them to buy, or sign contracts
has been on/off campus. This type of sales is known as “Catch Sale” in Japan, and many of them
are fraudulent business. If you carelessly signed a contract, the cooling-off system may allow
you to cancel it for a certain period of time (8 to 20 days from the contract / purchase *depends
on the case). If you are in trouble with those sales, please feel free to visit International Student
Consultation Room (2™ floor, University Hall).

Recruiting

You may be approached by religious organizations or “Catch Sales” especially when new
semester starts in spring (Apr. to Mar.) and fall (Sep. to Oct.). Some groups try to hide their real
purpose and convince you to join them, so please be careful with the information you give them.
If you are in trouble with recruiters, please feel free to consult with your academic advisor or
Academic Service Office.

(9) Pension

By the provisions of the National Pension Act, as a general rule, a person who resides in Japan
(including international students) has to pay the national pension premium between the ages of
20 and 60. The national pension premium in 2019 was 16,410 per month. For the procedure of
payment of the national pension premium, the "Written Notice of Acquisition of the National Pension
Qualification" must be filled completely and submitted to the city hall, etc. where you live.

There is a system of extension for students called "Special Pension Payment Exemption for
Students". If a low-income student makes an application for this system and be approved, the
payment of the national pension premium is to be extended. The application form is available at the
city hall, etc. or the Japan Pension Service website.

If the national pension premium is left unpaid, the pension will not be received when left disabled
by illness and injury and in the case where the student resides in Japan in his/her old age, the
pension will not be received.

In addition, when finding employment at a Japanese company after graduation or completion,
the company may ask the student to submit the national pension handbook. Please be aware that it
becomes necessary for the person who did not take the procedure for extension to retroactively pay
in a lump the unpaid national pension premium.

When the student finished studying and leaves Japan, if various documents are submitted to
the Japan Pension Service, a lump-sum withdrawal refund will be received. In a country that has
a social security agreement with Japan, when the lump-sum withdrawal refund is received, the
student will not be able to receive the pension.

Health certificates will be issued
based on this health checkup. Students enrolled after the beginning of the academic year should
follow the instructions given by your Schools or the Division of Student Exchange regarding the
health examinations.

(2) National Health Insurance (Important!)

All international students with "Student" visa status are required to enroll in the National Health
Insurance program.

The medical expenses incurred by the students are reduced to 30% by joining the National
Health Insurance program. Although this insurance carries a nominal premium, approximately
20,000 yen a year, it brings the students advantages especially in the case of serious illnesses or
injuries that require hospitalization (see Note). Family members also enrolled in the program receive
a substantial discount.

The National Health Insurance Card is issued by the National Insurance Division of the city hall
upon presenting the Residence Card and a list of family members also residing in Japan. Newly
enrolled students are advised to enroll in the National Health Insurance program simultaneously
with their Notification of the Address at the city hall, etc.

If your enrollment is late, you may have to pay the insurance retroactively, and you will also have
to pay the full amount of the incurred medical fees for the period you do not have a National Health
Insurance Card.

You are requested to notify the city hall whenever you change your address, apply for an
extension of period of stay, or depart Japan after the expiration of your term of study.

Note: Under the "Large Medical Expenses System" (Kougaku iryohi seido), if your medical

expenses exceed a set amount in one month, you may be eligible for a refund.

HEWhat is National Health Insurance?

We never know when we will get sick or injured. NHI is a medical insurance system intended
for members to contribute and help each other for those times. Everybody living in Japan must
join a medical insurance.

When you become a member of NHI, you must pay the NHI tax. That makes you entitled to
receive medical services paying only a part of the charged medical expenses. NHI is to help all
the members in Japan.

EWho needs to join NHI?
If you don't join the medical insurance at work and will stay in Japan for more than three
months, you must join NHI.
To apply for NHI, you will need to bring your Residence Card, passport and "Individual Number"
Card or notice Card.

HNHI Card
Upon your application to join NHI, you will get an NHI card. Each member gets his/her own
card. You will need to present the NHI card when you receive treatment at medical facilities. Try
not to lose it.

BNHI Tax
The NHI tax is the most important part of the financial resources to support the NHI fund.
Medical expenses are paid by the patient at medical facilities, national and prefectural subsidies,
and NHI tax you pay. If your payment is behind, it will seriously affect the NHI operation. So,
please pay the NHI tax by each deadline.
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HHow to pay the NHI tax
You can pay by bank account transfer or using the payment notice. Bank account transfer is
very convenient. Please complete the necessary procedures at a designated bank or post office.
When you have received the payment notice, please pay at the bank, post office, convenience
store, or City Hall by the deadline.

B When your address is changed
When you have changed your address, please notify City Hall within 14 days. A new NHI card
will be issued after the notification procedure is completed. Please note that you cannot receive
postal matter from City Hall without this procedure. Moreover, please put your name on the
mailbox for postal matter from City Hall to reach you.
Requirements: Residence Card, NHI Card and “Individual Number” Card or notification card.

HWhen you leave Japan
When you leave Japan, please notify City Hall and complete the required procedures. You are
required to cancel NHI and return the NHI card. NHI tax adjustment may be needed.

B When you extended your stay/visa
When you extended your stay in Japan, please check the expiration date of your NHI card for
it may be invalid by the date of your visa expiration. In this case, you are required to renew your
NHI card at City Hall.
Requirements: Residence Card, NHI Card and ‘Individual Number” Card or notification card.

Mincome Declaration

The NHI tax is determined/calculated based on your income of the previous year in Japan. You
are required to declare if you have / have no income in the previous year.

If you worked part-time

You are required to declare the income if you worked part-time in the previous year in Japan.
You may be required to go through the procedure at work. Please inquire at work or the National
Health Insurance Division at Tsukuba City Hall for detailed instructions.

If you have no income in the previous year

You are also required to do the same procedure even if you did not have any income in the
previous year. Please inquire at the National Health Insurance Division at Tsukuba City Hall for
the procedure.

(3) Gakkensai: Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing
Education and Research (PAS)

The insurance, Gakkensai (Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and
Research), is a personal accident insurance for students. It covers students' bodily injuries or death
caused by disasters or accidents during following occasions;1. regular curriculum (class, research,
etc.), 2. school events, 3. extracurricular activities (club / circle activities), or 4. commuting times
(commuting to / traveling between campuses or to events / activities approved by the University).
Please note that all students that belong to our university are required to join this insurance
