Submit your master’s thesis or doctoral dissertation in duplicate, along with the following supporting documents, to the place
designated by your Graduate School no later than a specified deadline: a complete request form for thesis/dissertation review (with
your academic adviser’s seal of approval on it); an abstract of the thesis/dissertation (up to 4,000 characters); two copies of an

outline of the thesis/dissertation; two copies of your curriculum vitae; and a written confirmation of the integrity of the
thesis/dissertation.

You are required to submit only one thesis/dissertation, but you may attach other theses as references. The submitted
thesis/dissertation will not be returned.

Service Office for further information.

Schedule for Program Completion

(i) Completion of Master’s Programs
Each Graduate School has its standard schedule for program completion. Please check with the Graduate School Academic

Students who have enrolled in the Master’s Programs for at least two years (except for short-term enrollment programs), earned
required credits, and completed their scholastic research under the direction of members of Graduate Faculty may complete
their programs at the end of the Spring Semester.
