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Regarding School Festival Student Dues

What is School Festival Student Dues?

This is the English Translation of GakuensaiGakuseiBuntankin(%2[E 4% /£ 4y $H4>). Students are asked
to pay this fee in order to create a university-wide festival. The school contribution is transferred to the
income of the Executive Committee of School Festival every year and is used to cover the costs of running the
festival.

This due is an important part of the overall management of the festival. In some cases, we may refuse
participation in a planning group to those who have not paid the dues. Thank you for your cooperation.

Amount of the due

The amount of the fee is expected number of years of enrolment x 600 yen paid by new students every year
(bank transfer fees are also to be paid by the individual in the case of payment by bank transfer). In order to
reduce the burden on the Executive Committee, we ask students to pay the amount for the expected years of
enrolment in a lump sum, so the total amount to be paid is as follows.

ONew Student(except College of Medicine) 2,400yen

ONew Student(College of Medicine) 3,600yen

O2nd Year Transfer Student(except College of Medicine) 1,800yen
O2nd Year Transfer Student(College of Medicine) 3,000yen

O3rd Year Transfer Student(except College of Medicine) 1,200yen
O3rd Year Transfer Student(College of Medicine) 2,400yen
