To all students ＆ Student-Organization Faculty Advisors 

Notice on COVID-19; Upcoming Measures for the Club Activities [Updated] 

The Government lifted the Covid-19 State of Emergency on June 20, except Okinawa. 
However, Tokyo and its surrounding areas (Saitama, Chiba, and Kanagawa) are still under 
“Quasi-Emergency Measures.” Thus, we strongly ask you to avoid traveling to those areas.  

Considering the measures issued by the Government, the University updated the measures for 
studentʼs extracurricular activities as shown below.  
The COVID-19 cluster cases in Ibaraki, in higher-educational institutions, have also been 

reported. Please review your precautionary measures and be thorough with them 
(especially, ensuring proper ventilation with outside air.) to work / act safely.   

1. The activities / events that apply in the following cases should be refrained from
participating. (＊No-update)                             

（１） Held in the areas that are under the declaration of “緊急事態宣言 (state of emergency)” or “まん
延防止等重点措置 (Quasi-Emergency Measures).” 

（２） Involving people who come from the above areas（event; joint-practice, inviting external
coached, exhibition games, etc.） 

＊In case of above1-(1), following cases are acceptable. 
①Participating in the events that are held under the thorough control of external event organizer.
②Activities that are permitted by the University. (Permissions are granted based on “筑波大学課外活動にお
ける団体活動開始ガイドライン(guideline for re-starting activities)” and ”課外活動制限下における団体活動に関する
申合せ(agreement for conducting activities )”

2. Rules on Holding Practice Games / Joint Practices
Following the request issued by the IBARAKI Governor, 新型コロナウイルスの感染状況を踏まえた部活動
に係る取扱いについて (updated on June 14, 2021), holding practice games or joint practices must 
be refrained / limited as below (regardless of above condition 1).  
＊The limitation will last till the IBARAKI Governor lift it. 

（１） Avoid the Region Under “State of Emergency” / “Quasi-Emergency Measures”;
You MUST AVOID to hold / participate in matches (, etc.) that includes teams located at the
regions where need special precautions.

（２） Make Carful Decisions* when you Hold / Participate in matches;
Even if the above (1) is not applicable, please make a careful decision based on the level of
infection-risk.

＊In case of the rule 2-(2), the final decision must be made by the faculty advisor that belongs to the 
extracurricular activities. 

Note: The previous rules issued on May 21 (2-1; teams outside Ibaraki & 2-3; Not more than 2 teams) has been lifted.
