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Graduate General Education Courses as the Core of Transferable Skills Education
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We are in an era called VUCA, where the future
cannot be drawn along with a simple extension line
of the past. Our globalized society is in turmoil, and
numerous problems and challenges are occurring in
it. COVID-19 exactly reveals us that the present is
such an era. On the other hand, our country aims to
realize the “Super Smart Society” beneficial to human
health and well-being, and the digital transformation
of that is progressing under the name of “Society 5.0”.
However, the mission of universities remains the same
as to create knowledge and foster human resources.
Universities are required to understand and respond
to the current social needs, to impart wisdom in developing solutions to global issues
and creating sustainable future for humankind as well as to nurture professionals who
exercise strong leadership.

At the same time, improvement of the quality of graduate school education is essential
toward achieving global and ethical standards. To acquire professional knowledge and
skills, needless to say, is the fundamental academic goal in graduate school education.
In addition to these, rich human qualities are vital to be a leader. University of Tsukuba
clarified social needs and set up the system to foster professional skills and human
qualities. The GGEC program is definitely one of our systematic approaches to the goal.
To play an active part in a global society, and to realize the Super Smart Society, those
who completed the graduate courses should have cultural accomplishments. The GGEC
program nurtures graduates who possess practical and critical thinking and fundamental
skills to create added value for the future.

The GGEC program is expected to endow students with professional skills and a rich
sense of humanity, and to cultivate fundamental skills for sustainable future global
society.

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At the University of Tsukuba, we promote education that fosters creative
wisdom across all undergraduate and graduate programs. This educational
system is designed to nurture individuals with creative wisdom and well-
balanced, well-rounded human qualities by fostering the best match
between general knowledge and skills and specialized knowledge and skills.
By studying “Education for Creative Wisdom” students will understand
the meaning of pursuing advanced expertise while acquiring a diverse and
multifaceted perspective and active attitude at a high level.

In April 2020, we reorganized eight graduate schools and 85 programs
into three graduate schools, six clusters of degree programs (umbrella
organizations comprising multiple degree programs), and six independent
degree programs. This organizational reform lowers boundaries among
disciplines and enables students to learn inter- or multidisciplinary.
Additionally, we have identified and clarified competencies to be acquired
by taking courses and other learning opportunities, and created curriculum
maps. Students are encouraged to take advantage of this educational reform,
understand their learning outcomes, and plan their study accordingly.

Graduate General Education Courses, which were introduced in AY 2008
as the university’s unique initiative, form the foundation of the university’s
interdisciplinary education system. The courses include “lectures conducted
by top researchers and business leaders invited from within and outside of
the university,” “courses intended to develop communication and research
presentation skills,” “physical education and fine arts courses intended to
develop physical health, rich mind, and strong spirits,” and geared toward
graduating humane, knowledgeable, and wholesome students. We hope
students become well-balanced researchers or professionals after acquiring
broad perspectives and deep specializations through the Graduate General
Education Courses and research activities.
